We are looking for the following:

Registration Helpers:
When: June 21st and/or July 12th 
Time: From 11:00 am – 1:00 pm 
Where: NSYSL Office - 5650 W Charleston #14, Las Vegas
What you would be doing: Greeting parents and coaches that are registering their player(s) or teams for the upcoming Fall 2014 Season. You would also be accepting the registration form, collecting the picture, checking the birth date on the birth certificate, recording the payment for player(s)/team(s).

Coaching:
When: From August until Late November unless you decide to continue to coach your team indefinitely. 
Time: Most teams practice twice a week and have one game per week.
The recommended length of practice depends on the age group.
Where: We play at Buffalo and Tenaya / Buffalo and Lake Mead / Buffalo and Washington / Cheyenne and Tenaya.
What you would be doing: Depending on the age of the team that you have chosen to coach, you would most likely run two practices a week, and one game a week. The younger the team the less time is needed. You would be able to work the practices around your schedule. Most coaches practice on a Monday/Wednesday or a Tuesday/Thursday. Practices are in the evening around 6:00 p.m.to 7:00 p.m. This allows you and parents enough time to get to practice from work.

What are the benefits of coaching? The benefits of coaching are numerous. You can teach the value of sportsmanship and teamwork. Not only that, you really have a chance to make an impact in a child’s life. It’s a great feeling to know that you have bettered a child’s life through coaching and mentoring. One of the greatest benefits is helping these young athletes grow into responsible young men and women. You have a chance to teach responsibility, discipline, comradery, and the value of truly giving your best effort. There are many great youth soccer coaching resources available to help you be the best youth coach you can be. Coaching Classes are also offered.

League Field Marshals: 
When: Scheduled game days (Saturdays or possibly weeknights)
Time: As long or as short as you are willing to help. 2-4 hours just once, or once a week, or more often. Any amount of time is appreciated so whatever you decide you can do is helpful.
Where: Your time would be needed during games at one of our many soccer complexes.
What you would be doing: If you like to watch soccer this is the volunteer job for you! You would be keeping an eye on the games checking to make sure things are going smoothly. Such as the referee(s) are at the field, both teams have made it to the game, the fields lights have gone on. You may remind the sidelines to dispose of their trash if they have not cleaned up after their game. We would provide you with a contact number for you to call if you do have any questions or concerns.

Referee Mentor:
When: Saturday Game days 
Time: As long or as short as you are willing to help. Shifts could range from 2 hours to 4 hours, on Saturdays. 
Where: Bettye Wilson WEST 20 (These are the modified fields for ages U4-U8). The fields are west of the main complex behind the Von’s shopping center. The actual street is called Caliche.
What you would be doing: We have youth referees on the games at this location. You would be keeping an eye on the games and being, a friend, observer, supporter, and advisor. Basically, you would be there for moral support. The referee assignor is also there the majority of the time, and would be able to help with technical situations.

When: December 6th, or 7th.2014
Time: On either day or both days shifts are: 
9:30am to 1:30 pm 
1:00 pm to 3:30 pm
3:00 pm to 6:30 pm
6:00 pm to 8:30 pm
Where: You could be field marshaling at Kellogg Zaher Soccer Complex (located at Buffalo and Washington) or Bettye Wilson Soccer Complex (located at Tenaya and Lake Mead) or Bettye Wilson West (located at Lake Mead and Buffalo).

Field Marshals:
Check the players in with their player passes prior to their game. Keep possession of the passes during the game. 
Provide the referee with the game card prior to the game, to record the game results.
Radio the medic if there is an injury. Radio the main tent if there is a concern.
Return the passes to the team after the game.
Receive the game card back from the referee.

Time: Friday before the tournament 2:00 pm until 7:00 pm any amount of time would be appreciated.
Where: Kellogg Zaher Soccer Complex (located at Buffalo and Washington) or Bettye Wilson Soccer Complex (located at Tenaya and Lake Mead) or Bettye Wilson West (located at Lake Mead and Buffalo).

Time: Sunday, from 3:00 pm – until ? any amount of time would be appreciated.
Where: Kellogg Zaher Soccer Complex (located at Buffalo and Washington) or Bettye Wilson Soccer Complex (located at Tenaya and Lake Mead) or Bettye Wilson West (located at Lake Mead and Buffalo).

This usually takes 3-6 hours depending how much help is there is.

Flyer Delivery:
When: During the weekdays anytime. During registration times.
Time: Anytime from 9:00 am – 4:00 pm
Where: Stores, etc., any locations that we have permission to put flyers.
What you would be doing: Picking up flyers from our office and taking them to places that we have permission to pass them out.

Field Clean-up:
When: During the soccer season(s).
Time: Before, during, after games.
Where: Any of the soccer complexes.
What you would be doing: The City of Las Vegas expects the “user groups” to have the fields clean of all debris. For example: paper, bottles, tape, etc. You would be making sure everything has been disposed of in the trash cans. You could also remind the sidelines to pick up their trash. 

Any help no matter how little or how much time you are willing to give, is appreciated by the League and all of our members. If you have a child that is playing in the Rugrat Tournament or League games but would still like to help, we will gladly schedule you around your child’s game.
